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Advanced Rope Rescue Skills 
 
This course is designed to be delivered over an extended timeframe to develop a 
range of advanced rope rescue competencies. Theoretical and high level 
practical elements are combined in the planning, building, analysis, use and 
dismantling of complex rope systems for rescue. A number of advanced rescue 
manoeuvres are taught with all aspects of key roles in a technical evacuation - 
both team and command positions, including that of Technical Sector Officer.

Additional costs: This course attracts a surcharge of approximately $1000.

The course material may be 
delivered as a single block course or 
in small or larger blocks over some 
months with time for practical 
application woven in between. In 
both cases, with tutor and assessor 
support is provided until completion 
of the associated practice 
component. There is also pre-course 
work (available on line). Assessment 
occurs alongside the training and 
through the practical practice 
components.
