Swift Water Rescue

Delivered separately or in combination these modules develop participants’
baseline swift water search and rescue skills. They provide the principles and
tactics to ensure rescuer safety during the initial response to swift water incidents.
The content then broadens to performing swift water rescues in emergency
situations from land and water based platforms and extends to applying specialist
swift water search and rescue skills to searches and rescues in difficult and/or
unusual swift water emergency incidents.

Duration:

Modules may be delivered
separately or combined differently
to suit participant's needs. When
delivered separately the individual
courses will normally be over two
days. In combination they take a
week. Preparatory and follow up
exercises are additional.
Assessment occurs alongside the
training; although on-going practice
is expected.

Course recommended for:_people who already have a high level of white water/
swift water, rafting or kayaking skills.

Prerequisites: Fitness and swimming ability must be sufficient to undertake the
physical water components of this course. The modules are normally sequential
and access to an appropriate environment in which to practice skills may also be
required.
